€ Ways of Selection SJF PROCEDURE & RECOMMENDATION

1) SJF proposes candidates latest by February 2020

2) Candidates are required to submit a bio or a CV & any additional material
that makes a proper evaluation feasible (e.g. videos or other publications
about achievements.)

3) SJF sends a reference with three to four lines to explain why the
Symposium should consider your candidate(s) for selection.

4) Decision will be made in February and the selectees will receive a personal
invitation by the Symposium latest by the end of February 2020.
